A. Update from Sheriff Department — Lt. Dan Ybarra

Increase in burglaries (9) in the Horsethief area in the last month. Thieves are
targeting game consoles, jewelry and cash

Increase in auto thefts specifically targeting 1990’s model Honda Civics and
Accords

The difference in response times discussed at last month’s TVMAC meeting was
due to the Riverside County Sheriff Department Admin providing updated
response time numbers to the City of Corona. Response time numbers will go
down or up depending on the time period when they are taken.

The early release of prisoners continues due to the limited jail space. Those
responsible for prisoner releases are trying to identify those prisoners who have
not committed violent crimes and have the least potential for repeat offences for
release.

Neighborhood Watch programs are very effective in protecting communities from
criminals and crime. Lake Elsinore has brought on board a person to help with
Neighborhood Watch programs and it is expected that this program will expand
to other communities.

Stay vigilant because thieves continue to drive around and scope out
opportunities for theft

B. Update from Fire Department — Chief Tony Mecham & Chief John Hawkins

Chief Tony Mecham

1. Fire Station 64 received 130 pet resuscitation masks that are now on our fire
trucks

2. Riverside County has hired a consultant to review our emergency medical
services to evaluate how we are providing pre hospital medical care

3. Expect to bring back our seasonal fire personnel mid April for the upcoming
fire season. Bringing back the aircraft and other firefighting equipment for the
fire season.

4. In preparation for the fire season, people should clear brush and dry grass
from around their homes

Chief John Hawkins

1. Chief expressed his honor to provide your fire and pre hospital medical
services to Temescal Valley residents. Our fire trucks always run with a
paramedic.

If the Temescal Valley is annexed and revenue is taken from the operation of
Fire Station 64, the Chief will have to recommend to the Riverside County
Executive Office that the Station be closed. It is unknown at this time where
fire services would be headquartered for the post annexation unincorporated
Temescal Valley service area.

Ambulance and medical services for Temescal Valley residents are being
reviewed

Annexation of the Temescal Valley — Tina Grande

It is still premature for Riverside County to discuss the fiscal impact of

annexation to the County but the annexation process can be discussed

The Riverside County Executive Office works with County Departments on

budgeting and policies and take direction from the board of supervisors

The Riverside County Executive Office works as an analyst for LAFCO.

When LAFCO receives an annexation proposal the Executive Office provides

the annexation application information to the County Departments and the

department impact information is collected and sent to LAFCO.

The Temescal Valley annexation is a large annexation and can have a

significant impact on the County

When an annexation takes place the city takes over responsibility for

providing services to the annexed area, however, the County is still

responsible for providing some services e.g. District Attorney, Public

Defender, Public Health, etc.

In evaluating the impact of an annexation, the County has to evaluate the

ability and cost of providing services to the unincorporated area

outside/surrounding the area to be annexed

The County has hired a consultant to evaluate the financial impact of the

Temescal Valley annexation on the County

Where there is a significant operational impact to the County, the Riverside

County Board of Supervisors may take a position on an annexation. The

impact of a Temescal Valley annexation on Riverside County Fire is a major

concern.

The Riverside County consultant is meeting with all affected departments

and a report should be available in a month to the board

Riverside County has been working on a possible Temescal Valley

annexation since they became aware of the cities actions. However, without

a specific Temescal Valley annexation application the County cannot provide

a comprehensive analysis of the annexations impact.

George Spiliotis — LAFCO Executive Officer

1. LAFCO received the City of Corona application for the annexation of the
Temescal Valley

2. Two upcoming LAFCO agenda items: 1) City of Corona annexation of a
small area adjacent to the Cleveland National Forest (not Temescal
Valley); 2) Lee Lake Water District covenant agreement with the City of
Corona.

3. LAFCO will send the City of Corona Temescal Valley annexation
proposal to the TVMAC for review and comment



4. Riverside County 1% District Supervisor Kevin Jeffries has been
appointed to the Riverside Local Agency Formation Commission. Since
Kevin Jeffries served as a LAFCO Commissioner prior to becoming 1%
District Supervisor he has a lot of experience in dealing with complex
LAFCO matters.

5. In addition to LAFCO sending out the Temescal Valley annexation
proposal for comment by various agencies/organizations, LAFCO wiill
prepare an analysis/report and recommendation for presentation at a
scheduled LAFCO Commissioner Meeting tentatively scheduled for
September 26"

6. For information on the annexation and LAFCO go to the LAFCO website
www.lafco.org.

7. If LAFCO approves the proposed City of Corona annexation of the
Temescal Valley a protest hearing would be scheduled approximately 6
weeks to 2 months later

8. LAFCO Commissioner Meetings are normally held at 9:30 AM in the
Riverside County Administrative Center — Board of Supervisors Room

9. The City of Corona has asked that their proposed annexation of the
Temescal Valley be placed on the September LAFCO meeting agenda

10. The City of Corona annexation proposal can be revised at any time prior
to the public hearing at the September meeting

11. All letters received by LAFCO will go to the commissioners

12. There is information about SB 244 on the LAFCO website

13. Itis possible to request a change of venue which would have to be
approved by the LAFCO Commissioners

14. There is no enforcement of the plan of services identified by the City of
Corona in their proposal/application. There is no guarantee that post
annexation the city would not change its land use and/or plan of services
identified in their annexation application/proposal.

LAFCO now has 1,500 letters of opposition to annexation by the City of Corona.
Need an additional 700 opposition letters to represent 25% of the Temescal
Valley community.

We must keep “annexation news” in front of folks. Keep talking about it. Keep
generating signed letters between now and the September LAFCO public
hearing.

Two letter signing events in Sycamore Creek and Wildrose. Continue to look for
community leaders in other Temescal Valley communities.

Barbara Paul expressed concern about the creation of islands (Spanish Hills) by
the Temescal Valley annexation and the impact on fire services since the
Spanish Hills is in a high fire area. Barbara Paul had 214 letters of opposition
from residents outside the Temescal Valley annexation area opposing
annexation.

On the Friends for Temescal Valley website site, opposition letter examples for
registered voters, property owners and business owners are available

Some business owners may not be Temescal Valley voters but they can still
inform LAFCO of their thoughts through a letter to LAFCO

Once the City of Corona annexation is stopped the next step is to gain a release
of the Temescal Valley from the City of Corona’s sphere of influence. Removing
the Temescal Valley from a sphere of influence will probably be a lengthy
process.

Comments by a former City of Corona Police Department officer indicate that the
department is hiring because they feel the Temescal Valley will be annexed by
the City of Corona

Upon completion of the Temescal Valley annexation public hearing, if the
LAFCO commission approves annexation, it is expected that the LAFCO
organization will take six weeks to two months before the 21 day protest petition
period is announced

end of twenty years by a committee of two Lee Lake representatives, two City of
Corona representatives and a LAFCO representative. This agreement is independent
of the proposed City of Corona annexation of the Temescal Valley. The Lee Lake
Water District will remain independent of the City of Corona. This agreement allows
the Lee Lake Water District to continue providing water services to Temescal Valley
residents.

The Temescal Valley residents (e.g. Spanish Hills) outside/surrounding the proposed
City of Corona annexation area are concerned about their County service levels (e.qg.
fire response times) post annexation

Non-annexation Temescal Valley residents are concerned about the impact of
annexation and want to participate in the LAFCO annexation process
